PROGRAMME STRUCTURE

The programme consists of programme core courses, stream core courses and electives.

Through the programme core subjects, students are introduced to a range of topics and academic areas including:

Students can choose between two streams: 1) Language and Literature, or 2) English and Professional
Communication.

The stream core subjects provide a more specific engagement with relevant skills and topics while the
elective courses allow students to strengthen and develop their areas of interest.

All students will choose to do either a Research Final Year Project or a Professional English Final Year Project
as the capstone experience of their university education.
